Task 3 : 
MUSIC MATTERS!

Produce a fact file / display about the music from your country.

Here are some things you might want to include: 

What is the national anthem of your country?

Can you find a recording of it? What do you think of it? What do you think of the words?

Who are the famous pop stars in your country?

Find some of their recordings. What do you think of them?

Are there traditional forms of music / types of instrument used in your country?
Produce a 15-30 second jingle for your country.

Prepare lyrics / ideas in advance and record your song / jingle in one hour on the day.

Maximum: 3 students per AM group

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Task 4 : The Great Global Bake-Off
Create a display about the culinary delights of your country. What are the national foods / famous dishes? Plan a typical meal that includes a starter, main course and dessert. Find pictures of the food and present them in your display.

Task 5 : World Cup Dream Team: 

From the 32 competing teams, as an AM group you need to select your top starting 11. You are also allowed 5 substitutes. Produce a fact file / poster / display setting out your formation and explaining your choices.
Task 6 : World Cup Kit: 
Design a new kit for your chosen country (front and reverse)
Task 7 : Learn the Lingo: 

What are the national languages? Can you find out the following phrases in the country’s language(s)?  Hello / How are you today? / I love football / It is sunny today / I live in ……..  / I think ……………………. will win the World Cup. You may want to find out other useful phrases too. Produce a display / essential phrase book, including all the phrases that you think are important. For English-speaking countries, which other languages are spoken in your country?
Task 8 :Opening Ceremony: If you could choose any 5 famous people from your country (past, present or fictional) to represent your country and carry the flag at the Opening Ceremony, who would they be and why? Produce a display.

Task 9 : Mascot design: Design a mascot for your country. Your design must be original but you can check out other mascot designs to help you.

Task 10 : Dream Coach: 
If you could merge the attributes of any 5 people (from any country) to give your team the perfect manager who would they be? Choose a minimum of 5 people and create a photo-montage (clearly labelled) to show who is included and give the reasons why. For example, Barack Obama (calm in a crisis), Jose Mourinho (passionate about winning) etc etc. People could be alive / dead / fictional / not necessarily from sport.
