1. Chickamauga and Chattanooga National Military Park

   Location: Fort Oglethorpe, Georgia

   Established in: 1890

The Park was created to remember the Chickamauga and Chattanooga battlefields on which the Confederates and Union fought on during the Civil War. 

2. Kennesaw Mountain National Battlefield Park

  Location: Kennesaw, Georgia

The Park was created to remember the intense fighting during the Atlanta Campaign, and to remember the 5,350 soldiers who died. The battle occurred from June 19, 1864, until July 2, 1864 
3. Andersonville National Historic Site
  Location: Andersonville, Georgia

The Park commemorates the soldiers who sacrificed their lives for our safety and freedom in the Revolutionary War, and the soldiers who are now fighting in Iraq. 
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
